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SOIL HORIZON FOLDABLE

1.  Fold white paper in half “hotdog style”. 

2.  On front page draw the soil horizons using the picture to the left and page 290 in text.

Make 6 distinct layers and label them.
USE COLOR!!

O Horizon—Draw some plants and trees; this thin layer consists of organic matter like dead leaves, plants & grasses. (Humus) 

A Horizon— includes roots of plants, burrowing tunnels with animals, and insects. The soil is a dark brown in this layer. (Topsoil)

E Horizon— the eluviated layer, from which organic material has leached. The soil in this layer is light brown.

B Horizon— some longer roots may reach into this layer, otherwise just soil and some bits of weathered rock.  The soil in this layer is greyish-brown. (Subsoil)

C Horizon— this layer is larger and smaller pieces of weathering rocks.  The soil here has a yellowish brown color. (Parent material)

R Horizon— BEDROCK; this is solid, unweathered rock bottom layer. This layer tan.
